We look forward to welcoming you aboard Celebrity Edge®, for your 7-Night Western Caribbean cruise, departing 
from Fort Lauderdale, Florida.  Before we set sail, we have some important information to share regarding your 
itinerary.  Celebrity Cruises has been working closely with health and government authorities, in each country we 
sail from, to outline a clear path for cruising with new health and safety protocols.  As we return to service, we are 
continuously evaluating all itineraries and the status of travel conditions around the world.  This means some of 
our sailings will need to be modified including the upcoming Celebrity Edge sailings departing September 18, 
October 2, and October 30, 2021.   

Specific to your future Celebrity Edge sailing, our scheduled call to Roatan, Honduras will be shifted to Tuesday, 
replacing our call to Costa Maya, Mexico. This adjustment will allow for an additional relaxing day at Sea on 
Monday.  

For your convenience, we’ve included your revised itinerary below.

 

While visiting the Caribbean, on-your-own tours will be permitted in Roatan, Honduras and Cozumel, Mexico. 
However, Celebrity Cruises shore excursions will be required in Nassau, Bahamas. Please note, families touring 
with unvaccinated children may only go ashore on excursions provided by Celebrity Cruises. Shore excursions for 
Costa Maya, Mexico, booked through Celebrity Cruise Planner, will automatically be refunded to your original 
form of payment. Guests with independent arrangements should contact their tour operators as soon as possible 
to make needed adjustments. 
 
As a kind reminder, all vaccinated guests, will be required to present a negative COVID-19 test result at the time 
of embarkation. This test may be taken as either a PCR test or an Antigen test, conducted within two days of 
embarkation. Unvaccinated children between the ages of two and eleven years old will be required to present a 
negative PCR test conducted within three days of embarkation and will be given an additional PCR test in the 
terminal prior to boarding.  Each guest is responsible for making their own arrangements with an accredited 
testing provider as well as covering all associated costs. Guests arriving at the terminal without a negative 
COVID-19 test result may be denied boarding.
